Auxiliary District Pre-convention Caucus Information

emember that only delegates and alternates are
allowed to vote for District Officers. Review which
officers in your district are elected. At a minimum the
President, 1st and 2nd Vice Presidents are elected.

Units MUST elect their delegates according to membership

strength at least 15 days prior to District Pre-convention Caucus.

The delegate form MUST be sent to the Department Office
along with a check to cover the delegate fees and another copy
to the District President in order to vote at the caucus. All
obligations also need to be satisfied. e district per capita tax,
poppy order, bond and Constitution and Bylaws must be
current, etc.

As long as there is at least 1 regularly elected delegate or
alternate present at the caucus, the unit will have their full

delegate voting strength. Delegates in their own right cannot
carry the vote of their unit. Example. A unit has 3 delegates and
3 alternates according to their membership, plus 1 in their own
right as District President. If there is no one from the unit
present accept the District President she will have 1 vote. If 1
alternate attends and the District President, the amount of votes
the unit has is 4.

A member who is a delegate in their own right is one who holds
an office or chairmanship on the department level or is a past
department president, hospital representative, district president,
girls state director, or junior conference director.
